LRCA Board Business:

Review of Annual Meeting Minutes: Approved 
Treasurer’s Report: Approved. The balance on October 14 was $11,480.64, down from the previous month’s balance of $11,693.27 due to payments for the LRCA newsletter. Two checks, including for the Braddock District Council dues, have not yet cleared, however.
Neighborhood Watch:  Jon Parker sent in a report that said as far as he knew the defaced signs had been fixed, as well as the signs that were on the ground, which Paula verified en route to the meeting. He still plans to get the USPS to take care of the defaced collection box at the corner of Stark and Willet.
 
He also checked with Washington Gas about the patch paving that's been going on for the gas line replacement after calling to complain about the mess. He was unable to convince Washington Gas to run a street sweeper or anything that would help redress the mess.  He did find out there is more paving will be taking place, this time of larger sections that encompass several patches.  Those spots are marked throughout the community with white spray paint.
Board members noted that Mantua had also experienced some graffiti recently, so it is not just our neighborhood. 
Membership Report: No report received. 
Community Affairs Report: Derrick read a letter from Braddock Supervisor John Cook inviting him to attend a Community Engagement Initiative open to the public on October 21 at Lake Braddock High School. 
Link: The newsletter needs to go out in early November in order to give residents ample notice of the hayride on December 6 (at 5, 6, and 7 o’clock PM). Ideas for articles were discussed, including possibly one on the perils of house remodeling.
Other: American Disposal realized it had incorrectly billed LRCA member customers, whose quarterly rate should be $21.98 a quarter. Their representative’s recorded conversation with an LRCA member was found to resolve the issue. AAA has also expressed interest in negotiating a favorable rate for the community.
Events: Maryann will be busy organizing the hayride, the next major neighborhood event. It was unclear whether a Christmas tree sale would be held at the pool at that time. Connie will call Truro Church to see if we can rent the church hall for the February potluck. Fairfax Town Hall is a possible alternative venue, although perhaps too expensive. Valentines, Mardi Gras and the Olympics were all mentioned as potential poutluck themes.
Website: Old photos and articles have been removed. It’s time to put up the July 4th photographs! A Yahoo notice will also go out asking for volunteers for the Board, since we still have several vacancies. 
Volunteers: There was some discussion of Drew Griffin’s project to help with park beautification. He has talked about fixing the fence at the Braeburn entrance to the park, and installing plantings, and perhaps a bench. He has not yet called the county yet to find out what he would need to do, although he has written up the idea for his scoutmaster. Connie has suggested to Drew that he come talk to the Board “to give a pitch.”
Pavilion Update: ILDA got a grant for the pavilion. The pool will apply for a County Partnership grant and has asked the LRCA Board for permission to lend the LRCA name and “cachet” to their application. Tickled by the thought of the cachet of the LRCA name, the Board readily agreed.
