Review of Annual Meeting Minutes: Approved 

Treasurer’s Report: Approved. The balance on September 14 was $11,693.27, down from $12,362.45 at the last Board meeting on July 14. Not much activity. Two checks from member households cleared. Checks were made out to Frank Judnich for reimbursement for Polaroid film purchased for Fourth of July parade and to ice cream suppliers. A check for Braddock District Council membership dues had not yet cleared. At the close of the meeting, Linda said she would sent a check to the Annandale Volunteer Fire Department in appreciation for their regular support for the July 4th parade and carnival, per Board discussion in July. 

Neighborhood Watch: The Board discussed graffiti seen in the neighborhood, including on a USPS mailbox on Stark, and spraypainted street signs on Springbrook and Valerie. Members had also noted an overturned stop sign at Springbrook and Braeburn, and Willet and Stark. Jon had contacted VDOT about the graffiti covered street signs, which were promptly fixed (thanks, Jon!) and shared the information on how to contact VDOT if similar vandalism occurs in future. Jon also agreed to resend the current schedule for Neighborhood Watch to remind participants.
Membership Report: Frank will update membership forms. All area captains will get the membership materials for distribution. Linda asked whether people will feel as if they had just paid to renew, because of the new calendar-year based schedule. Frank said he would write a Link article to explain. In years when we are getting a new directory out, the membership drive will take place early (Oct-Nov), but following non-directory years, only after January 1. Frank asked for and received authorization for reimbursement to spend $70-100 for a new laser cartridge.

Community Affairs Report: The subject of getting streets fixed in the wake of gas company work was raised again. Jon said he would contact NPL, the contractor company for Washington Gas, to find out the status of the work.
